Even after much of their training 
was complete he still saw fit to send for them while on his way to 
Jerusalem, even though he knew his days were numbered on this 
earth. 
       If you had only a few years to live and you knew it, how would 
you spend your time?  Got that “Bucket list” handy? In the kingdom, 
there is a bucket list also but it is not about personal gratification and 
experience like the movie. It is about passing on the baton to the next 
generation, encouraging others to remain faithful and dedicated to the 
cause of Christ. 
       Capstone has nine students sponsored in secondary school. These 
days there are many challenges in secondary schools for students in 
Kenya.  Promiscuity, homosexuality, stealing, cheating, drunkenness, 
rowdy behavior.  Need I continue?  
       The need for mentoring is very great. That is why we bring them 
all together in April for encouragement, accountability and exposure 
to those who have walked this walk before. Board members, 
community leaders, professionals and Capstone staff attend. The 
intention: We don’t assume that just because it has been years since 
these young men have been reconciled from the street that there are 
no more temptations in their life. Rather, life is just beginning for 
them. The same reason Paul called for the elders on Miletus is why 
we call for all nine to come for encouragement and life instruction. 
Pray for these young men. They have a long journey ahead of them. 
We praise and thank God for those who generously chose to sponsor 
these students.
